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In her message, Chief Statistical Specialist Engr. Cherry Grace D. Agustin emphasized that 

the CBMS plays a crucial role in generating updated, grassroots and disaggregated data 

essential for identifying and targeting households and beneficiaries in the planning and 

implementation of government programs.
